Recommended Guidelines for Emeritus in the Grand Chapter

The “Emeritus” Title may be bestowed upon any Companion of the Grand Chapter, holding an elective or appointive Office, who has displayed by length of service to the Grand Chapter an exemplary resume for his performance in that office and said Emeritus Title must be approved by a vote of the Grand Chapter in Session.

The “Emeritus” Title affords the permanent title and rank upon the individual in the Grand Chapter, however, it holds no particular rank or privilege within his subordinate Chapter.  It affords no particular privileges to the Companion, except being recognized as such during the Grand Chapter Sessions or that of being recognized as an “Emeritus” member of the Grand Chapter as a part of the staff during the reception of Officers.
A “District Deputy Instructor Emeritus” may perform a School of Instruction or Inspection in lieu of that Districts Instructor, when requested, in advance to do so.

Requirements for “Emeritus” status:

1. Minimum of five (5) years of elective or appointive service in that office.

2. Exemplary service above that which is a “normal” requirement of that office.

3. Recommendation of a Grand Officer, Past Grand Officer or the Director of District Deputy Instructors.

4. Motion to nominate said Companion for this honor on the floor of the Grand Chapter while in session.

5. Elected by 2/3 majority vote of the Companions of this Grand Chapter.

An Apron designating the “Office and Emeritus” Title will be presented to the Companion, from the Grand Chapter, if he so desires to have said recognition.
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
