Trust is created and shall be operated exclusively for the 
purpose of providing financial support to the activities of 
the Grand Chapter, including, without limitation, Grand 
Chapter administrative expenses and support of 
educational and charitable research programs of the Grand 
Chapter. No part of the Trust Fund shall inure to the 
benefit of any private individual and no part of the 
activities of this Trust shall consist of carrying on 
propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence 
legislation or of participating in or intervening in (including 
the publication or distribution of statements) any political 
campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.” 
     Use of the Trust Fund: “The Trustees shall pay the 
expenses of the operation and administration of the Trust out of 
the income of the Trust and shall distribute the remainder of the 
Trust income to the Grand Chapter.

  PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO CAPITULAR LAW; 
AMENDMENT NO. 1 
 

The following change to Grand Chapter law is hereby submitted: 
 

Sec. 118. Past Grand High Priest’s Apron, Jewel, Collar and Case. 
 

Now reads: 
C. Ownership: The Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel shall remain 
the property of the Grand Chapter Royal Arch Masons of 
Michigan and is to be in the custody of the Past Grand High Priest 
to whom it is issued for the remainder of his life. The Board of 
Directors of the Grand Chapter shall make appropriate 
recommendations for the return of the jewel to  
the Grand Chapter after the death of the Past Grand High Priest to 
whom it was issued. 
 

D.  Each retiring Grand High Priest shall be presented with a 
Chain Collar constructed of gold plated hard metal squares each 
containing a relative Royal Arch Emblematic Design and 
connected by small links and rings with a small chain across the 
back to hold the collar in place when it is worn. The entire collar 
is backed with a double strip of red silk velvet ribbon. Such collar 
is to remain the property of the Grand Chapter after the death of 
the Past Grand High Priest. 
 

E. Each retiring Grand High Priest shall be presented with an 
Apron Case of rigid design with appropriate straps and hooks on 
the opposite internal sides to hold the Past Grand High Priest’s 
Apron and Collar respectfully. 
 

To be changed to read: 
C. Each retiring Grand High Priest shall be presented with a Chain 
Collar constructed of gold plated hard metal squares each 
containing a relative Royal Arch Emblematic Design and 
connected by small links and rings with a small chain across the 
back to hold the collar in place when it is worn. The entire collar 
is backed with a double strip of red silk velvet ribbon. 
 

D. Each retiring Grand High Priest shall be presented with an 
Apron Case of rigid design with appropriate straps and hooks on 
the opposite internal sides to hold the Past Grand High Priest’s 
Apron and Collar respectfully. 
 

E. The Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel, Collar, Apron and Apron 
Case thus presented shall remain the property of the Grand 
Chapter Royal Arch Masons of Michigan, to be held in the 
custody of the Past Grand High Priest to whom it is presented for 
the remainder of his life or until he may become disenfranchised 
and lose his membership or permanently discontinue his 
membership in the plural or primary Michigan Chapter in which 
he is a dues paying member, a life member or a pre-paid life 
member. In such case, the Board of Directors shall make 
appropriate recommendations for the return to the Grand Chapter 
of the Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel, Collar, Apron and Apron 
Case. 
 

F. Upon verification that a Past Grand High Priest who has 
previously lost his Michigan membership has been restored into 
good standing within the Grand Chapter Royal Arch Masons of 
Michigan, the Board of Directors may grant the reissue of a Past 
Grand High Priest’s Jewel, Collar, Apron and Apron Case under 
the same provisions as described above, but with the provision 
that, in the event of a Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel not being in 
the inventory of the Grand Chapter, the reissue of said Jewel will 
be delayed until one becomes available, i.e., by one being returned 
to the Grand Chapter. Any such reissue will be at the discretion of 
the Board of Directors and will not take precedence over the 
issuance of a Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel that is being held to 

be presented to a newly retiring Grand High Priest. A Past 
Grand High Priest in this circumstance, not being in possession 
of a Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel, may wear his Past Grand 
High Priest Apron at Chapter and Grand Chapter convocations 
until such time that a Past Grand High Priest’s Jewel is issued 
to him.  
Reason:  There is currently no provision for the return of the 
regalia in a situation where a Past Grand High Priest loses his 
membership in the Grand Chapter Royal Arch Masons of 
Michigan prior to his death.

Section 240. Degrees 
 

Add the following as “E” and then re letter the current “E” to 
“F” and “F” to “G”. 
 

E. Any Chapter desiring to confer an “All Chapter Degree 
Day” must have the prior approval of the Grand High Priest. 
This will only be granted if a listing of all of the Companions 
who will be working in each degree and what part they will be 
taking is submitted with the application. 
 

Reason: Any Chapter desiring to put on an “All Degree Day” 
should be able to do the work or have “Area Degree Teams” or 
other Companions prepared to do “all of the work from 
memory”.  No degree should ever be conferred by setting up a 
team at the last minute in front of the candidates nor by having 
someone “read” the ritual. Filling in for Companions scheduled 
to do the work who were not, at the last minute, able to be 
present should be the only exception. Even then, filling in the 
parts should be done discreetly and not in front of the 
Candidates.
